Helen Pafumi, The Hub’s Artistic Director says, “I think most great stories are love stories. Although 
extremely funny, absurd, and couched in the tale of these controversial topics, Birds of a Feather is, at its 
heart, a story about the many faces of love. Together, these ingredients make for a rich night of theatre, and we 
are excited to share it with our community.”  
 
Marc Acito is the author of the comic novels How I Paid for College: A Novel of Sex, Theft, Friendship and 
Musical Theater (Editors' Choice - The New York Times), and its sequel Attack of the Theater People. A 
former professional opera singer, Marc occasionally performs "singing commentaries" on National Public 
Radio's All Things Considered and writes the "Ask the Book Doctor" blog at MakeMusicals.com. 
 
The premiere production will be directed by the accomplished stage director, Shirley Serotsky, who received 
a Helen Hayes nomination in 2008 for her Rorschach Theatre production of References to Salvador Dali Make 
Me Hot.
